For the last few years, news from 
our Membership Council has been 
relatively “guarded” in my opinion.  
Intentions and ideas are always 
plentiful, but we are finally starting to 
harvest some of the fruits the past year’s 
labor. Membership is up 1% across 
NJDA, which isn’t a shocking headline, 
but the transition from red to black is 
significant.  This equates to 83 additional dues-paying members. 
In addition, market share among female dentists has risen 2%, but 
most notably in the new dentist category we are up 5.3%!  

As ADA President Dr. Jeffrey Cole often says, “The future is 
bright.”   Many of our members have enjoyed the enthusiasm 
and ambition of current students and residents who are attending 
component meetings in record numbers.   Some components are 
even complaining about having too many students attend--what 
a great problem to have! I feel that our programs have become 
much more inclusive, and I encourage you all to foster this 
progress.  Take a minute to chat at the “resident table” or sign up 
to be a mentor.

Our Membership Council has implemented several strategies to 
purposefully shape the organized dentistry experience for these 
new members.   This includes a 6-month onboarding process by 
mail, e-mail, personal phone calls and invitations to special events. 
By demonstrating all the benefits of membership at the appropriate 
time, we make the case that one would be foolish to drop it.  The 
end of 2018 has brought us more accurate data on members (and 
non-members, too) to overcome our biggest challenge, which has 
been getting the message to the right ears.

On the other side of the rainbow of membership is our Life 
Members.  At our dinner meeting on January 15th, NJDA President 
Dr. Alan Rothstein presented Life Membership pins to Drs. Robert 
Korwin, Martin Weinstock and Dale Whilden. We salute them 
as they joined the ranks of fellow colleagues with 35 years of 
continuous support of organized dentistry.  

The M-OCDS and NJDA leadership always have an open ear for 
your ideas on how we can do better. Call me (732-681-2225) or 
come as my guest to our next Trustee’s Meeting on March 15th to 
ensure that your voice is heard.

Dental director will keep the public health dental needs of the public at the forefront to 
improve education and access to care.  Applications are being received.
 GRANT MONEY
We are in receipt of the state government & public affairs grant from ADA.    (SPA 
money)  It is a 6-month funding.  We also have been approved for 2019 for another 
$45k  to increase our public affairs awareness for dentistry in our state.  We will be 
launching a website with information about myths of dental insurance.
RUN FOR CONGRESS
Member dentist Dr. Jeff Van Drew WON THE SEAT for Congress.  He had the support 
of ADA & NJDA. 
 The Universal credentialing application Bill  is being introduced.   This will eliminate 
a barrier for many offices and require acceptance of a universal dentist application 
form for participation by dental plan carriers.  This bill will streamline the process and 
improve access to care.  PASSED ASSEMBLY Insurance Committee and in December 
it will go for a vote in the Full Assembly and then to the Governors desk for signature.
 Prohibit the Rental & lease of networks bill.  As we try to prevent this practice then there 
will be MORE transparency for our practices & for our patients without carriers switch-
ing without our knowledge.  This has passed the ASSEMBLY INSURANCE COMMIT-
TEE and the SENATE COMMERCE COMMITTEE.  We have encountered opposition 
and we are now looking for pathways to success and possible amendments.
If passes, we will be the FIRST IN THE COUNTRY.  Currently many states are watching 
for our leadership.
 We continue to build and foster relationships with other organizations and dental spe-
cialties.  We have relationships with Drug Free NJ which is critical during the OPIOID 
CRISIS, NJ Medical Society, NJ Academy of Pediatric Medicine, United Way and 
others.

Message from Dr. Cole
Dear fellow leaders,
 
The passage of the Action for Dental Health Act is a tremendous victory for the Ameri-
can Dental Association, our profession, and the patients that we serve. I know you are 
pleased to see Congress prioritizing legislation that will improve oral health and ac-
cess to oral health care, especially for the underserved members of our communities.
 
The ADA has championed and tirelessly advocated for this legislation since 2014. I 
want to thank all of you who have helped us achieve this victory, especially those of 
you who attended ADA Dentist and Student Lobby Day this past spring, and those at 
home who urged your federal legislators to support the bill.
 
The legislation will allow organizations to qualify for oral health grants that improve 
oral health education and dental disease prevention. It will also enable groups to de-
velop and expand outreach programs that facilitate establishing dental homes. You 
can read more about what the Action for Dental Health Act is designed to do in ADA 
News. More information will be provided in the coming months as the law goes into 
effect.
 
We have shared this historic news broadly in order to showcase how ADA is cham-
pioning our members and our patients. In addition to ADA News and social media, 
the ADA has been cited in articles about the legislation by DrBicuspid, Dentistry To-
day and in a blogposted on the American Association of Health Care Journalists web-
site by former Washington Post reporter Mary Otto.  
 
I assure you that we will continue to share the exciting news about how the ADA ad-
vocated for passage of this legislation and the good it is doing across the country 
throughout 2019. I believe this law shows what our organization and profession stand 
for, which is that all Americans deserve good oral health.
 
In the midst of this holiday season, I’m inspired by so many of you who advocate for 
our profession and the patients that we serve.

Approval of the minutes from last meeting:

President’s Report (Dr. Sniscak):

NJDA Trustee Report (Dr. Velazquez): 
Hello Trustees- Happy New Year!
Attached are the official NJDA minutes from THE HOD/BOT meeting in November.
Here are my notes:
BOT  11/14/18 report
1) Renovation project is moving forward.  Money will come from capital campaign 
fund.  And some from reserves. Cost of project is 399k.  The goal will be to raise 600-
750K
2) Financials review-  Lou Ghisalberti.  – Budget approved at HOD and negative bud-
get accepted.  Our goal will be to increase dues revenues as all the excess has been 
trimmed.
3) Annual session-    It will be again held in Newark. It will go back to ala cart pric-
ing with  Lunch & learn with fees, & Campfire sessions.    Saturday May 4th  will be 
HOD.  Each component should have 40 members come.  Registration Opens Jan 1st
Components asked to send in donation for $500 for dinner reception for Thursday 
evening. Students have a fee charged but get reimbursed to promote them to be sure 
to come.  CVENT is for registration.  HOD attendees are encouraged to register but it is 
NOT required at this time for HOD.  And there is NO FEE for HOD.  EBAs-  if you have 
any companies interested- reach out to MO.
4) Insurance update-   after 1/19 some changes with new insured groups for delta will 
go into effect.

Old Business:
Dr. Rick Isaacson brought up a concern which he would like NJDA to be aware of and 
he would like addressed at the Officer visitation meeting:
He feels direct to consumer orthodontics is practicing dentistry without a license.  He 
feels ADA needs to address this. Possibly a PSA can be made to make consumers 
aware of the risks involved with having orthodontics performed without a licensed spe-
cialist performing the service.
Dr. Sniscak will let NJDA know this is an issue we would like addressed.

Dr. Hersh brought up an issue he would like addressed by NJDA:
How valid and legal is Delta Dental’s position that Premier providers are grandfa-
thered-in but new providers cannot attain Premier designation?
Dr. Sniscak will bring this up to NJDA.

Dr. Albin reminded the trustees that NJDA gave seed money to allow the start up of 
Delta Dental of NJ.

New Business: 
There was discussion and agreement to order and present a plaque to Dr. Walter Chi-
noy from M-OCDS to thank and honor him for his 25 plus years of service as Speaker 
of the House at NJDA.  Dr. Albin with come up with the wording and Dr. Guerrasio will 
order the plaque.  We will also present him with a $250 Visa or Amex gift card.

Council on Annual Session (Dr. Andricsak):
The council on the Annual Session is meeting Jan 8th so I will not be at the trustees meet-
ing and there is no new report: To recap:
  •  Everyone should have gotten an e-mail that registration is now open and if you are 
definitely going, you should register now to get the pre- registration discount.  
  •  We've gone back to a la carte pricing, not bundled packages.
  •  We are still doing lunch and learns and 1 hour campfire sessions. 
  •  We are no longer having the townhall luncheon
  •  We are still having the Friday night dinner reception with Pete Discio's live band.
  •  The 500.00 contribution request from all components will go towards the food and 
beverage services throughout the meeting as well as the Friday night dinner.
  •  The House of Delegates meeting is moved to Saturday from 10-1 
  •  I would like to make an announcement at the next dinner meeting about the annual 
session and hopefully I will have the marketing materials to distribute as well.
Council on Membership (Dr. McTaggart):
I wanted to share some good news with everyone.  In comparing paid members and 
dollars from this time last year we are up 98 paid members to date and over $20,000 
in NJDA dues.
Also, these are preliminary year end numbers, but it looks like we are up a total of 101 
members year end 2018 compared to year end 2017.  The ADA should have the final 
year end numbers in the next several weeks.
Membership Meeting: To date we have a total of 3412 active paid members & 4348 
total members. We have an increase of 3% from this time last year. Quarter Year Dues 
Campaign: This year’s campaign was a success bringing in 130 new members. As a 
reminder, any dentist who is a non-member and has not received the free offer in the 
past is eligible for complimentary dues for last quarter of the year. The goal is to retain 
these new members in 2019 and beyond. Membership staff will begin reaching out 
to these new members with a friendly phone call prior to them receiving an invoice.
A plan is being developed to include several touch points throughout the year collabo-
rating with the ADA and component. 2019 Membership: New for 2019 is an auto-
renew dues payment option as well as ACH payments. Marketing has begun for both 
new features. The Council was in favor of offering an incentive if dues are paid by Janu-
ary 15th 2019. Anyone who submits payment by January 15th will be eligible to win 
a CPR course for up to 10 people either in their office or at NJDA headquarters. 1 win-
ner will be chosen on January 16th 2019. Finally, the council was in favor of sending 
monthly birthday greetings. Beginning January 1st each member that we have a date 
of birth for will receive a birthday wish during the month of their birthday. Membership 
Data: NJDA staff is working diligently on obtaining accurate Information to reach out 
to all members and non-members. Also, staff is exploring data mining firms to help clean 
up the non-member data. More information will follow. 
The ADA reported that the non-member data is updated monthly using a national 
change of address program through the postal service and an added benefit of the 
ADA’s Find a Dentist is that there has been a large data clean-up from members up-
dating their profiles. COUNCIL ON MEMBERSHIP MINUTES November 19, 2018, 
7:00pm, 
Dr. Handsman spoke about defining the role of the Council. He would like to move 
forward and focus on getting the message out and promoting the great product that 
we have to offer our members as well as non members. In addition to email and regu-
lar mailings he encouraged the Council to have more personal contact. A new mem-
ber protocol will be distributed to the components which will include NJDA and ADA 
sample new member packets. The NJDA will begin to send welcome text messages 
as one of the touch points to new members and also begin sending birthday greet-
ings once a month starting in 2019. Art Meisel reminded the Council that NJDA is the 
hotline to all information and to call us. He urged the Council members to get the word 
out to call us and to communicate the message to contact the NJDA. The ADA shares 
the same value. 

The NJDA will create a document for the components to call us with topics. American 
Dental Association Bridget Baxter and Jamie Birkner discussed ways that the ADA 
can further assist with aligning the tripartite message. Both a retention and recruit-
ment road map will be developed including all 3 levels (ADA, NJDA & component) 
to collaborate. Questions discussed included what does the component need? The 
ADA has had more of an online presence over the past year. NJDA will work collab-
oratively with the ADA in using social media. Retention focus will be on the 130 new 
members who joined for the free quarter year dues promotion. Talking points to help 
council members encourage continued membership will be distributed. Focus on an-
nual conference and creating a personal relationship. Recruitment focus will be using 
the Strategic Promotional Incentive (SPI) which allows nonmembers to join for half off 
for the entire year. The non-member data will be narrowed down to recently lapsed 
non-members.

Dr. Robert Krantz of Manasquan passed away December 20, 2018.
Dr. Sniscak will send a letter expressing our condolences to Dr. Krantz’s family since 
he was an active member.

Dr. Sones also brought it to the attention of the trustees that he is concerned with the 
arrangements between some EBA sponsors with the NJDA.  It is unclear how their con-
tracts affect us.  We could potentially be losing money and limiting the vendors we 
are able solicit to sponsor our dinner meetings. If Bank of America is present at one 
of our meetings, we cannot solicit or retain another banking institution to sponsor that 
particular meeting.  Also, if NJDA accepts a fee from an EBA and we want them at one 
of our dinner meeting we may not be able to charge them again.  A current case is 
Colgate who has attended our dinner meetings but not paid the sponsorship fee due 
to their contract with NJDA.  Dr. Sones feels we have not been given clear guidelines 
and he would like clarification from NJDA re: our expectations with respect to EBA’s.
Dr. Sniscak will speak to NJDA and get clarification.
